Step 4
Obtaining Letters or Recommendation
1. Ask two or more members to write a one page one to 1 ½ page letters of recommendation to the nomination.

2. Either collect the letters of recommendations to attach to the nomination or ask to be copied on the letters to be submitted directly.

He is currently serving as chair of the IEEE USA Licensing and Registration Committees and I serve as a member of that committee.  He and I also co-chair the NCCES Exam Composition Committee for the Electrical and Economics Exam module of the Professional Engineering Exam.

John is providing exemplary service as Chair of the Licensing and Registration committee.  A number of significant initiatives have come up under his leadership.  In every case, he either initiated the subject or provided the initiatve to make the contacts and get the appropriate people involved in the disussions.
